SUMVARY OF RULES AND PROCEDURES

The Conmi ssion may reschedule items on the agenda. The Commission wll hear
uncontested matters first, followed by discussions of contested matters, and
staff announcenents in that order. Anyone who w shes to address the

Conmmi ssion should obtain a form fromeither the Conmssion Cerk or fromthe
table at the eastern end of the hearing chanber.

CONDUCT OF HEARI NGS: A contested matter is usually heard as follows: (1)
di scussion of the staff report and the environmental docunent; (2) testinony
of proponent; (3) testinony of opponent; (4) rebuttal by proponent; (5)
provision of additional clarification by staff as required; (6) close of the
public hearing; (7) Comm ssion di scussion and Conm ssi on vote.

ADDRESSI NG THE COWM SSI ON: Any person who w shes to address the Conm ssion
shoul d submit a speaker's request form at the beginning of the neeting; nove
to the front of the chanbers when an itemis called; and, when recogni zed by
the chair, state their nanme, address and affiliation. Please attenpt to nake
your statements concise and to the point. It is nmost helpful if you can cite
facts to support your contentions. G oups of people with sinmlar viewpoints
shoul d appoint a spokesperson to represent their views to the Conmm ssion. The
Conmi ssi on appreci ates your cooperation in this matter.

PUBLIC COMMENT TIME LIMTS: The Sacranento Local Agency Formati on Comm ssion
wel cones and encourages participation in its neetings. Rules of the
Commi ssion provide for the following limtations of discussion: The
Conmi ssion will hear public conmrent prior to the consideration of any item
(1) a principal proponent will be allowed a 5-nminute statenent; (2) other
proponents will be allowed a 3-mnute statenent; (3) opponents are allowed 3-
mnute statements with the exception of spokespersons for any group who shall
be permitted 5-mnutes; (4) the principal proponent shall have a 3-minute
rebuttal; (5) staff will provide clarification, as required.

VOTING A quorum consists of four menbers of the Commission, including any
al ternate. No action or recommendati on of the Commssion is valid unless a
majority (4 votes) of the entire nmenbership of the Conm ssion concurs therein.
Matters under the jurisdiction of the Commission, and not on the posted
agenda, may be addressed by the general public following conpletion of the
regul ar agenda and any off agenda matters. The Commission linmts testinony on
matters not on the agenda to three minutes per person and not nore than
fifteen mnutes for a particular subject. The Conm ssion cannot take action
on any unschedul ed itens.
